GENERAL INFORMATION

Newman Holy Rosary Raiders Basketball Club www.nhrraiders.com.au plays on Saturdays at WA Basketball Stadium, Stephenson Avenue Mt Claremont.

Younger children under the age of 10 play in a Miniball competition; generally there are 5 divisions (1 – 5). These teams can be single sex or mixed. There are no finals games played, though a ladder of wins/losses is compiled.

Children aged 10 and above play in aged categories U/12, U14, U/16, U/18 and U/20’s. There are several divisions within each age grouping and finals will be held for these ages, with the exception of U/12.

SPECIFIC MANAGER INFORMATION

· Model good parenting behaviour

· Remind parents and players that basketball should be fun!

UNIFORMS

· Each registered player will be given a playing shirt for use during the season.  It is the Managers responsibility to collect all the uniform shirts at the end of the season. Mangers are asked to record who has returned the shirts and follow up any not submitted.
· Parents are asked not to make permanent adjustments to the shirt (cutting material or fine stitching width/length etc).  All shirts need to be returned to original condition before they are returned to the club.
· Players are to wear plain black shorts or Raiders logo shorts

· Raiders have hoodies available for sale – cost is $35 for sizes 8 – 12 and $40 for S – XXL.

COMMUNICATION

· Ensure all team members have contact details for the Coach and Manager (you).

· Ensure all team members have details of training times and make it their responsibility to contact the coach if they cannot make training or games.

· Managers need to ensure all parents email addresses and contact phone numbers are accurate.  Managers are asked to email any changes to the Registration Co-ordinator.  sciarrone@bigpond.com.au 
SATURDAY GAMES

· The first few games are used to grade teams and any adjustments are made to team placements after this. Further adjustments can be made during the season if game results indicate teams need to go up or down a division.

· All players are to purchase a ticket on entry and this is to be given to the Manager prior to the start of the game. The players name is to be written on the back of the ticket. The number of tickets must match the number of available players listed on the score sheet.

· The players bench is reserved for the Coach and players only.  Even young children should sit with their coach.  Parents are encouraged to use the additional bench space.
WEBSITE

· Parents need to be informed of Raiders website www.nhrraiders.com.au 
· Website provides weekly fixture times, newsletter, committee names and contact numbers, important announcements and dates.  The website should be accessed on a regular basis.
SCORING ROSTER

· It is recommended that Managers make up a scoring roster so that all parents/guardians take their turn. If some families are unsure of how to score encourage them to sit and watch someone else so that they learn.  If necessary please liaise with a committee member for assistance.   A sample Roster is included. 
UMPIRING

· If the coach or manager have concerns with the standard of umpiring and believe additional support is needed then they should approach the Umpire Supervisor at the centre.
· Remind parents that only the Coach can address an umpire.

· If there has been a particular incident in a game a written overview needs to be provided to the Raiders Basketball President either by the coach or manager. This concern will be followed up by the Raiders President.
CODE OF CONDUCT

· Ensure all team members have a copy of, and are reminded of the code of conduct for our club.  A copy is included in this pack.

COACHING

· Managers are asked to support the coach by ensuring all players are respectful to the coach and adhere to their instructions.
· If the Manager feels the coach would benefit from additional assistance from the Club Coach then contact the Raiders Basketball President who will make these arrangements.

RAIDERS CLUB NIGHT

· During the season Raiders Basketball Club holds a club night, encouraging players and families to attend a Hawks SBL game. Prizes are given and drinks/chips provided to registered players.

· Notification of date of Club Night will be advertised on the website.

TEAM PHOTO

· During the season a team photo will be taken and these will be available for purchase. 
· The Manager is responsible for collecting photo money and placing the orders.

· Notification regarding dates will be advertised on the website.

End of Season

It is customary for the team manager to take a collection from all players at the end of the season for a small gift of appreciation for the coach.

You may wish to organise a small team wind-up. Discuss with other team members/ parents to see if they are interested.

There is a Raiders Club wind-up which is usually held at the Newman Sports Complex in September after the finals. You will receive further information about this closer to the date. Try to encourage players to come along to support their coach and team members. Team awards are announced and trophies are presented on this day.

Arrange to collect Raider’s Shirts immediately after last game.  This will be at the end of round robin for mini-ball and under 12’s and after semi-finals or finals for under 14’s and above.  Please hand in all uniforms at AGM and trophy presentations to the club uniform coordinator.

Assist the coach in ensuring that all practice balls are returned to the equipment coordinator at the end of the season.  However many balls are provided to the team for the season IS the number that should be returned at the end - balls being either dead or alive (meaning good or ruined).  It is the committee’s discretion as to whether balls are unusable and should be discarded.
